With its
112 quarters, the Old Town presents an authentic medieval
network of streets, urban structures and impressive historical
buildings in Gothic, Renaissance, Baroque and Classical styles.
Its current silhouette complements its historic multicultural
urban context. For centuries, Vilnius has been home to
Lithuanian, Jewish, Polish, Russian, German, Belarusian, Karaite
and Tatar communities. The Vilnius Historic Centre was added
to the UNESCO World Heritage List in 1994.
